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PURPOSE
The purpose of this policy is to implement procedures for the assessment, treatment, and transport of patients who meet the screening criteria for patient isolation.
RESPONSIBILITY
All officers, employees, and members are responsible to review and comply with this Standard Operating Procedure.
GUIDELINE
1.0
CFC AMBULANCES WILL RESPOND TO ALL CALLS FOR SERVICE REGARDLESS OF INITIAL REPORTS OF POTENTIAL EBOLA EXPOSURE.

1.1
UPON ARRIVAL AT EVERY  EMS CALL, THE CREW WILL PERFORM THE SCREENING FROM THE ST. FRANCIS HEALTHCARE SCREENING FORM.

1.2
IF THE CRITERIA IN BOTH SECTIONS ARE MET, THE CREW WILL EXPLAIN TO THE PATIENT AND FAMILY THAT ANOTHER AMBULANCE WILL BE RESPONDING DUE TO THE POTENTIAL FOR EXPOSURE TO INFECTIOUS DISEASE. THE CREW WILL LEAVE THE IMMEDIATE AREA OF THE PATIENT(EX. REMAIN OUTSIDE FRONT DOOR OF RESIDENCE). NO EMS PROTOCOLS OR PROCEDURES SHALL BE INITIATED. 
1.3
THE CREW SHALL RADIO FIRE BOARD AND INFORM THEM THAT THE ST FRANCIS HOSPITAL SPECIAL OPERATIONS AMBULANCE IS TO BE DISPATCHED TO THE SCENE FOR TRANSPORT OF THE PATIENT. THE CREW SHALL CONFIRM WITH FIRE BOARD THAT THE FIRE CHIEF HAS BEEN NOTIFIED OF THE INCIDENT.
1.4
GLOVES ARE TO BE REMOVED IMMEDIATELY AND PLACED INTO A SEPARATE BIO HAZARD BAG. THE CREW SHALL IMMEDIATELY WIPE THEIR HANDS WITH THE SANI CLOTH DISPOSABLE WIPES THAT HAVE BEEN PLACED INTO EACH AMBULANCE AND LABELED “EBOLA SCREENING CASES ONLY”. AFTER WIPING HANDS DO NOT DRY HANDS FOR 10 SECONDS.

1.5
ANY EQUIPMENT THAT WAS TAKEN INTO THE RESIDENCE SHALL BE WIPED DOWN WITH THE SAME SANI CLOTH DISPOSABLE WIPES.

1.6
THE ST FRANCIS SPECIAL OPERATIONS AMBULANCE WILL RESPOND AND TAKE RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE PATIENT.

1.7
ST. FRANCIS EMS WILL TRANSPORT THE PATIENT TO CER, WER, OR SFER. PATIENT CHOICE IS ACCEPTABLE.

1.8
PCR’S ARE TO REFLECT, IN DETAIL, THE CIRCUMSTANCES OF SCREENING AND THE DECISION TO REQUEST ST FRANCIS SPECIAL OPS TRANSPORT.

SCREENING FORMS ARE TO BE TURNED IN WITH PAPERWORK.

REMEMBER THAT MOST OF OUR PATIENTS WILL HAVE HAD NO EXPOSURE TO EBOLA OR TRAVEL TO THE AFFECTED AREAS. THEY WILL BE CONFUSED BY THE SCREENING QUESTIONS AND CONCERNED ABOUT POTENTIAL DELAY OF CARE. COMPASSION AND COMMUNICATION ARE KEY IN PURSUIT OF APPROPRIATE PATIENT ADVOCACY.
