PARADE RULES

1.

The Santa Claus provided by the Host Committee will be the
only live Santa Claus allowed in the Parade.

For the safety of children along the parade route, we
request that no candy or other objects be thrown from
vehicles during the parade. (May be handed out by walkers.)

Sounding of sirens, bells, horns, air horns, and other
warning devices is discouraged for the safety of parade
watchers.

Host Fire Company will not be responsible for the activities
of any of the participating units.

Trophies will be awarded at the Rehoboth Fire Station
directly after the parade as soon as the judge’s totals are
tabulated. Judges' decision will be final. Please arrange
for someone from your group to attend to claim trophies as
they are awarded.

Attn. vehicles (groups) - No jack rabbit starts, speed
exhibition, tire squealing, rapid acceleration, rapid
braking, trick-riding, or other reckless driving will be
permitted. This applies to cars, trucks, motorcycles,
scooters, go-karts, etc.

No personal vehicles will be allowed in the line-up area
other than unloading.

Equestrian groups must have arrangements for clean-up with
them and will not be allowed into line up unless in place.
(Responsible for cleanup in any area the horses enter.)

Any group found to have violated these rules, will be
subject to being removed from the parade and may not be
permitted to participate in future parades.

Participants who do not register prior to November 30 will
be placed at the end of the parade.
